You can staple 
together many of these forms, and send them in together. When you do that, just 
fill out the top section once—and staple form on top. 



Instructions for sending in money are on the form. Again, the purpose of this form 
is to both keep careful records of all money collected and sent in, and to collect 
names and contact information from people who have donated to the drive. If you 
are in touch with a Fundraising Coordinator in your area, it will be helpful if you 
send a copy of this form as well to the local fund drive Coordinator or send it to 
RCP Publications attention National Fund Drive Coordinator. But send the money 
to RCP Publications, as explained on the form. 
Involve new people in the fund drive! When we meet new people who want to 
get involved, in addition to taking their information, we should get them 
fundraising kits right away or send them to the revcom.us site. This is a very 
important part of expanding the fund drive and bringing new people into it. 
Keep in mind that when you are raising money for Revolution, people will see 
you as a representative of this newspaper. Again, the Special Revolution Fund 
Drive Broadsheet—“Truth…in Preparation for Revolution” is the official fund 
drive brochure, and much thought went into presenting what this paper is, and 
what this fund drive is about, in a compelling and interesting way.
